Ramping IT

In our study of Inclined Planes with Eugene we would like to force the issue, so let’s look at these:

1. Set up a ramp to allow a frictionless object move down the incline. 
- Measure the mass of the object and the angle of incline. 
- Videotape the object moving down the ramp, with an 
   object-of-know length in the plane of motion. 
- Take a still photo of the object on the ramp before the motion
   begins. 
- Move the video into VideoPoint through Video Capture and
  determine the acceleration of the object. 
- Determine the KE, PE, and Force on the object. 
- Place the photo into GSP 4.03 and make a force diagram.


2. Repeat the process in number one with friction, and a different angle of incline.


3. Simulate these events in IP.
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
