Minutes from the 5/17/2000 meeting of the Secondary Technology Committee

David A. Young reported on the technology sessions at the recent East Campus restructuring day.  Two important suggestions that came out of those sessions:

1. Bring in an outside evaluation team to examine technology in our building and how well it works in light of our goals.

2. Reactivate the district technology advisory board with teachers playing an active role.

Linda Jones also offered to work with FHS in our grant-writing to support technology.

Ossie Campbell reported that technology plans are on hold until the budget is approved.  As far as planning for summer, teachers should save everything to their home directories.

Technology professional development offerings for the summer have been created from the professional development needs survey.  Those course listings are available on the district webpage.

The committee agreed to propose and support the use of e-mail as our chief means of official communication within the school, including moving from paper daily announcements and weekly calendars to e-mailed ones.  Savings in paper and clicks should be reallocated to departments to buy printer toner.  In addition, the month-by-month FHS calendar should be moved to Groupwise.  Jamie agreed to look into the feasibility of having events automatically posted to staff members’ individual calendars when they were entered in the main office.

The Hot Springs Technology Conference will be held June 19-22.  A web page detailing the sessions is available.

T2K teachers’ web pages will be evaluated by G. Quillen and E. Marbury.  The question arose about continuing the impact of the program by providing training for other teachers by the T2K teachers.

Jamie reported that the love bug had corrupted images on the district’s web server, including several on the FHS pages.  Those images should be restored in the next couple of days.
